Caroline Leith, Foot Health Co-ordinator
for West Herts says, "Having the ability to
look at the service as a whole is a huge
advantage for us. We can identify areas
that need improvement.

"We can see in which areas patients are
waiting longer for an appointment and

distribute resources accordingly. This has
helped reduce waiting times and
prevented the overbooking of
appointments.

"We are constantly exploring new ways to
improve our services. One area we are
investigating at the moment is a text

service to help reduce the number of
DNAs (Did Not Attends). Having the
technology to manage our services
enables us to make improvements to
ensure that we increase efficiency and
productivity, as well as deliver on the

quality care that patients deserve."

The healthcare team for Leg Ulcer services
- Sue Godar, Leg Ulcer Nurse Specialist;
Karen Layflurrie, Staff Nurse; and Janet
Burgess, Healthcare Assistant - all work
together in the Leg Ulcer department at St
Albans City General Hospital. They have
really embraced the system and love the
way that it has improved communication
between the team.

Sue says, "Having the ability to record
everything in one place means that we
always know that information is available
to any member of the team treating a
patient so they can give the most
appropriate care.”

Reminders have been a particular
advantage to the team as this alerts them
when a patientes ultrasound or wound
reassessment is due, enabling them to
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factor this into any appointments already
arranged. It means there is no need for the
patient to arrange a separate appointment,
saving them time and contributing towards
a better patient experience. Sue says,
"Patients appreciate the continuity of care
provided by care plans and clearer records.
They also love the fact that we can attach
an electronic image of their wound to their
healthcare record, which enables them to
see how their wound is healing. It also
benefits all members of the healthcare
team as we can see what the wound looks
like instead of having to rely on a
handwritten description in the patientss
notes."

The Health Visiting and School Nursing
team are using the system to improve their
working practices, as records can be
automatically kept up to date, giving a
clear record of treatment, wherever that
treatment has taken place. This will be
further improved once the trust has rolled
out a mobile working solution, which has
just been piloted at the trust to support
health visitors and school workers.

The results of this pilot will determine how
mobile working is rolled out to community
staff, enabling the trust to reduce its
overall travel costs, reduce the time spent
on administration, and improve the
working lives of staff.

Other future plans include the full
rollout of SystmOne across all community
services in Hertfordshire, which will
provide the ability to share records
across all care settings through the use
of SystmOne. Alongside this work the
implementation team are looking at how
they can develop ongoing support for
business change, as it is vital that
processes are continually being reviewed
for the trust to improve the quality of
services using the most innovative ways
possible.

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the keyboard

Did you know that you can navigate SystmOne without using the mouse? This is really useful for users who prefer to use the
keyboard. There are keyboard shortcuts you can use, but if you can't remember them all, just learn a few at a time, or use the
standard key strokes. Before you know it, you'll be zooming around SystmOne without so much as a look at your mouse!

There are a few 'key' things you need to
know about using the keyboard that will
stand you in good stead.

Standard key strokes

To move around SystmOne, or indeed any

Windows application, the standard key

strokes you need are:

« Use the Tab key to move forward to the

next button/field.

Use Shift+Tab to move backward to the

previous button/field.

» Use the Space bar or Enter key to 'click’ a
button.

 Use the up and down cursor keys to move

up/down a table or tree.

Hold down the Alt key to see which letter

to press to access a button or menu

option. When you press Alt, one letter in

each option will be underlined. Press that

key on your keyboard to access it. So, for

example, to access the 'Rota Types' dialog,

hold down Alt, then press A (to access the

Appointments menu), then Y (to access

the Rota Types option) - see screenshot.

Use Ctrl+Page Up and Ctrl+Page Down to

move between tabs on a screen

o Ctrl+X - cut

Ctrl+C - copy

o Ctrl+V - paste

o Alt+Tab - move between open windows,
e.g. ascanned image and the patient record.

What is the ‘focus’?

The focus is where the cursor is or what is
highlighted on the screen. So if the focus is
on a text field, you will see a vertical line (the
cursor) flashing at the start of the field. If the
focus is on a button, you will see a black box
around it.

Use the right-click key
(sometimes called the
‘context’ key') on your
keyboard if available
- shown on this
photograph between
the Windows and the Ctrl buttons.

If the focus is on a button, pressing the right-
click key will show the tool tip - this displays
more information on the selected button.

If the focus is on a line in a table or option
in a tree, pressing the right-click key will
show the right-click menu.

Using the F keys

Each key has a useful function within
SystmOne. If they don't seem to be working,
press the 'F Lock’ key to activate them.

new missing immunisations report for child health

It is now possible to report on children with
missing immunisations.

The 'Missing Immunisations Report’ will
return patients who:

a. have a treatment centre, and

b. are missing vaccinations/immunisations

The report displays the patient's missing
vaccinations/immunisations and can be
filtered on a treatment centre (including
branch), date of birth range and specific
immunisations.

When the user opts to print the report, it
will display the patient's missing
vaccinations/immunisations, and their
immunisation history.

To run this report:
1. Select 'Reporting>Missing Immunisations
Report’ from the Main Menu.

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'2009" - all the consultations entered in
2009 will be displayed. If you enter 'Jan

stop smoking quarterly return

All organisations that provide NHS Stop
Smoking Services are obliged to produce a
quarterly return.

The return enables monitoring of the use and
success of the Stop Smoking Services for those
in different socio-economic groups, the
success of different treatment models and
enables more comparisons across PCTs.

The NHS Stop Smoking Services Quarterly
Monitoring Return is typically submitted by
PCT-based NHS Stop Smoking Service Co-
ordinators via a web-based data collection
tool hosted by the NHS Information Centre
(IC). Information is then collated and analysed
by the IC and published via the IC website.

Smoking remains the main cause of
preventable morbidity and premature death,
accounting for 87,000 deaths a year in
England alone. It is the primary reason for the
gap in healthy life expectancy between rich
and poor. Additionally it is estimated to cost
the NHS around £1.5 billion a year to treat
illness and disease associated with smoking.

The NHS Quarterly Monitoring Return was
established in order to monitor the
effectiveness and performance of the service.

The return includes information such as the
numbers of patients for whom a Smoking Quit

Date has been set, the numbers of
successful/unsuccessful quitters, and their
ethnicity, gender, age, pregnancy status,
economic  grouping, treatment type,
intervention, and intervention setting.

SystmOne users who run Stop Smoking
Services will be able to run the return in a
similar way to the existing NDTMS extract.
Being able to collate all the required
information in one report will save services a
great deal of time.
